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The work with Charobiel is not merely devotional—it is transformational. To attune
to this spirit is to allow his archetype to awaken within your own psyche.

[] The Shadow Side

Every archetype has a shadow. The Celestial Navigator is no different. Without
proper grounding and spiritual hygiene, one might experience:
