In truth, Bathin governs the subtle laws of transition — of soul between bodies, of
consciousness across planes, of memory across incarnations. His herbal knowledge
is not botanical trivia. It is soul anatomy — the knowledge of which herbs affect
which part of the spirit, and how to use natural allies to restore movement to that
which has become stuck.

His gift of transporting is not teleportation. It is energetic guidance across liminal
thresholds: spiritual dislocation, astral wandering, or the exile of the self. Bathin is
the one who knows the road back — to purpose, to presence, to sovereignty.

Bathin appears cloaked in armor, often astride a spectral horse. The armor is not for
war — it is for crossing.

His voice is low, centered, unwavering. When Bathin speaks, he speaks once. You
are meant to follow, not question.

He simply knows where you are, and where you are meant to be —
spiritually, psychically, geographically, and even biologically.

* Sense shifts in the lives of those you are spiritually connected to

* Transfer healing or alignment across oceans, across time

He is especially revered by spirit workers who operate remotely, whether as
distance healers, remote viewers, or long-range protectors.

His current makes your presence known even when you are not physically
present. It allows your essence to walk ahead and prepare the space.

* Master of the Internal Body

Bathin’s herbal knowledge is more than physical medicine. He understands the
energetic anatomy of the human form — how emotion, memory, trauma, and
spiritual essence travel through flesh and subtle layer.

Once attuned, you may begin to:
* Feel energetic blockages in your own body
* Understand which herbs correspond to which parts of the spirit-body
» Receive guidance on energetic healing through plant spirits
* Trace the connection between soul ailments and physical symptoms
» “Read” your own body like a sacred terrain

Some initiates have reported being able to smell certain herbs in dreams before
discovering their meaning. Others have felt drawn to gather plants they’ve never
studied, only to find that these match their needs perfectly.

Bathin walks with the displaced — the exiled, the wanderers, the ones who have left
old structures behind and not yet found the next home. His guidance is sacred not
because it tells you what to do, but because it shows you that you are not lost.

If you have ever felt:
e That your soul is far from your body
e That you are between paths
e That your magic has no home
* That your people are elsewhere, unknown
e That your spiritual compass is spinning
Then Bathin is your guide. He does not carry you. He reminds you where the next
