The one who reads this code, who engineers form and diagnoses truth at its root, is
Marbas, also known as Barbas, one of the 72 spirits of the Goetia.

Marbas is the fifth spirit in the Ars Goetia, a mighty president commanding
thirty-six legions. His dominion is not war or flame, but the mystery of form and
flesh, of sickness and revelation. Where others see organs, he sees origin. Where
others feel pain, he discerns purpose. He is called upon not merely for healing, but
for unveiling the concealed fault, the veiled blueprint of imbalance beneath the
surface.

The classical grimoires tell us he “answers truly of things hidden or secret,” and
“causes diseases and cures them.” These statements, cloaked in symbolic
language, point toward something far more profound than symptom relief. Marbas
is not a “healer” in the sense of intervention—but a revealer of internal mechanics.
He does not erase; he restructures.

The Energetic Signature of Marbas

Marbas’s presence is unmistakable to those attuned to subtle realms. His energetic
signature is cool, precise, and surgical—like a calm hand moving through bone and
tissue with absolute certainty.

Common symbols associated with Marbas include:

« Animal bone: especially lion teeth or jawbone
